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FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

o Before fitting the R&G crash protectors, it is advised that a jack is positioned
underneath the bike at a suitable point to support the weight of the engine during
fitment. A small piece of wood should also be placed between the jack and the
mounting point to help to spread the load.

e Remove the side panels shown in picture 1 on both sides, please refer to your manufacturer’s
user manual for guidance.

e Starting on the left-hand side, use a T50 Torx tool to remove the rearmost engine mounting
bolt, as shown in picture 2. Make sure to retain the small spacer shown in picture 3 that is
sandwiched between the frame and the engine.

e Place an M10 washer (item 16) onto the 55mm M10 bolt (item 10), then place this through
the rear hole of the LHS mounting block (item 1). Then place the left-hand side rear spacer
(item 3=15mm) onto the exposed thread as shown in the LHS EXPLODED ASSEMBLY.

e Offer the assembly up to the rearmost engine mounting hole and loosely tighten in position
using an 8mm Allen tool, as shown in picture 4, leaving enough room to access the front
engine mounting bolt. Using a T50 Torx tool, now remove the front engine mounting bolt as
shown in picture 5.

e Place an M10 washer (item 16) over the 150mm M10 bolt (item 11), then rotate the
mounting block to allow access to the front hole, then align the left-hand side front spacer
(item 4=81.5mm) with the front mounting hole of the LHS mounting block (item 1) then pass
the bolt and washer through the front mounting block bore and spacer as shown in the LHS
EXPLODED ASSEMBLY. As shown in picture 6, rotate the mounting block assembly so the
mounting hole lines up with the front engine mounting hole and loosely tighten in position using
an 8mm Allen tool, then fully tighten both bolts using an 8mm Allen tool (torque to 40Nm).

e Push the flat-caps (item 15) into the heads of both bolts as shown in picture 13, then refit the
LHS side-panel.

e Now assemble the crash protector as shown in the LHS EXPLODED ASSEMBLY. Slide an M10
washer (item 16) followed by a shake-proof washer (item 17) over one of the 75mm M10
hex-head bolts (item 14), then place through one of the crash-protectors (item 7). Finally,
slide one of the 15mm long spacers (item 9) over the exposed bolt length.

e Offer the crash protector assembly up to the mounting block, then tighten the crash protector
bolt to 40Nm. Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40Nm of
torque.

PLEASE NOTE THE CRASH PROTECTOR MUST BE POSITIONED AS IN THE DIAGRAM ON
PAGE 3 WITH THE LARGER END TOWARDS THE FRONT OF THE BIKE.

e Repeat the previous steps for the right-hand side of the bike. Use a T50 Torx tool to remove the
rearmost engine mounting bolt, as shown in picture 8.

e Place an M10 washer (item 16) onto the 50mm M10 bolt (item 12), then place this through
the rear hole of the RHS mounting block (item 2). Then place the right-hand side rear spacer
(item 5=10mm) onto the exposed thread as shown in the RHS EXPLODED ASSEMBLY.
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e Offer the assembly up to the rearmost engine mounting hole and loosely tighten in position
using an 8mm Allen tool, leaving enough room to access the front engine mounting bolt. Tuck
the mounting block under the clutch cable to ensure it's under no strain.

e Please note, it may be necessary to trim the plastic fin circled in picture 9 slightly in order to
allow space for the mounting block. This can be done using a Dremel or file, with caution not to
damage surrounding components.

e Using a T50 Torx tool, now remove the front engine mounting bolt. Rotate the mounting block
to gain access to the front side, then align the RHS spacer (item 6=31mm) with the front
mounting hole of the RHS mounting block (item 2) as shown in the RHS EXPLODED
ASSEMBLY. Place an M10 washer (item 16) over the 95mm M10 bolt (item 13), then pass
this through the front mounting block hole. As shown in picture 10, rotate the mounting block
assembly so the mounting hole lines up with the front engine mounting hole, then fully tighten
both bolts using an 8mm Allen tool (torque to 40Nm).

e Tuck the clutch cable into the groove on the mounting block as shown in picture 11 and push
the flat caps (item 15) into the heads of both bolts as shown in picture 13. Now, refit the RHS
side-panel.

¢ Assemble the crash protector as shown in the RHS EXPLODED ASSEMBLY. Slide an M10
washer (item 16) followed by a shake-proof washer (item 17) over one of the 75mm M10
hex-head bolts (item 14), then place through one of the crash-protectors (item 7). Finally,
slide the remaining 15mm long spacer (item 9) over the exposed bolt length.

e Offer the crash protector assembly up to the mounting block, then tighten the crash protector
bolt to 40Nm. Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40Nm of
torque.

e Finally, fit a bobbin caps (item 8) to both crash protectors to neatly hide the bolt heads, as
shown in picture 14.

« Before riding, check both sides are secure, and the crash protectors cannot rotate. Check
tightness of each side regularly.

e Avant de monter les protections crash R&G, il est conseillé de positionner un cric sous
la moto a un endroit approprié pour supporter le poids du moteur pendant le
montage. Un petit morceau de bois doit également étre placé entre le cric et le point
de montage pour aider a répartir la charge.

e Retirez les panneaux latéraux illustrés sur la photo 1 des deux c6tés, veuillez-vous référer au
manuel d'utilisation de votre fabricant pour obtenir des conseils.

e En commencgant par le co6té gauche, utilisez une clé Torx T50 pour retirer le boulon de montage
du moteur le plus reculé, comme indiqué sur la photo 2. Assurez-vous de conserver la petite
entretoise illustrée sur la photo 3 qui est coincée entre le cadre et le moteur.

e Placez une rondelle M10 (article 16) sur le boulon M10 de 55 mm (article 10), puis placez-la
dans le trou arriere du bloc de montage cété gauche (article 1). Placez ensuite I'entretoise
arriere gauche (article 3 = 15 mm) sur le filetage exposé comme indiqué sur le SCHEMA
D"ASSEMBLAGE COTE GAUCHE.

e Présentez I'assemblage sur le trou de montage du moteur le plus en reculé et serrez-le en
position a I'aide d'une clé Allen de 8 mm, comme indique sur la photo 4, en laissant
suffisamment de place pour accéder au boulon de montage du moteur avant. A I'aide d'une clé
Torx T50, retirez maintenant le boulon de montage du moteur avant comme indiqué sur la
photo 5.

e Placez une rondelle M10 (article 16) sur le boulon M10 de 150 mm (article 11), puis faites
pivoter le bloc de montage pour permettre l'accés au trou avant, puis alignez I'entretoise avant
gauche (article 4 = 81,5 mm) avec le trou de montage avant du bloc de montage c6té gauche
(article 1), puis passez le boulon et la rondelle a travers I'alésage du bloc de montage avant et
I'entretoise comme indiqué sur le SCHEMA D’ASSEMBLAGE co6té gauche. Comme indiqué sur la
photo 6, faites pivoter I'ensemble du bloc de montage de sorte que le trou de montage s'aligne
avec le trou de montage du moteur avant et serrez-le |Iégérement en position a I'aide d'une clé
Allen de 8 mm, puis serrez complétement les deux boulons a l'aide d'une clé Allen de 8 mm
(couple de serrage a 40 Nm)).

e Poussez les capuchons plats (article 15) dans les tétes des deux boulons comme indiqué sur la
photo 13, puis remontez le panneau latéral gauche.

e Assemblez maintenant la protection crash comme indiqué sur le SCHEMA D’ASSEMBLAGE c6té
gauche. Faites glisser une rondelle M10 (article 16) suivie d'une rondelle anti-vibration (article
17) sur I'un des boulons a téte hexagonale M10 de 75 mm (article 14), puis placez-la a travers
I'une des protections crash (article 7). Enfin, faites glisser I'une des entretoises de 15 mm de
long (article 9) sur la longueur de boulon exposée.

Utilisez une clé Torx T50 pour retirer
le boulon de fixation du moteur le plus reculé, comme indiqué sur la photo 8.

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e Placez une rondelle M10 (article 16) sur le boulon M10 de 50 mm (article 12), puis placez-la
dans le trou arriere du bloc de montage coté droit (article 2). Placez ensuite I'entretoise arriere
droite (article 5 = 10 mm) sur le filetage exposeé comme indiqué sur le SCHEMA D'ASSEMBLAGE
COTE DROIT.

e Présentez I'assemblage sur le trou de montage du moteur le plus reculé et serrez-le en position
a I'aide d'une clé Allen de 8 mm, en laissant suffisamment d'espace pour accéder au boulon de
montage du moteur avant. Placez le bloc de montage sous le cable d'embrayage pour vous
assurer qu'il ne soit soumis a aucune contrainte.

e Veuillez noter qu'il peut étre nécessaire de couper |égérement l'ailette en plastique entourée sur
la photo 9 afin de laisser de la place au bloc de montage. Cela peut étre fait a I'aide d'une
Dremel ou d'une lime, en prenant soin de ne pas endommager les composants environnants.

e A l'aide d'une clé Torx T50, retirez maintenant le boulon de montage du moteur avant. Faites
pivoter le bloc de montage pour accéder au c6té avant, puis alignez I'entretoise c6té droit
(article 6 = 31 mm) avec le trou de montage avant du bloc de montage cété droit (article 2)
comme indiqué sur le SCHEMA D'ASSEMBLAGE co6té droit. Placez une rondelle M10 (article 16)
sur le boulon M10 de 95 mm (article 13), puis faites-le passer dans le trou du bloc de montage
avant. Comme indiqué sur la photo 10, faites pivoter I'ensemble du bloc de montage de sorte
que le trou de montage s'aligne avec le trou de montage du moteur avant, puis serrez
completement les deux boulons a I'aide d'une clé Allen de 8 mm (couple de serrage a 40 Nm)).

11 et poussez les capuchons plats (article 15) dans les tétes des deux boulons comme indiqué
sur la photo 13.
